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El objetivo de este trabajo es hallar el efecto economico de residir al pie de una
carretera en una zona rural, esto con el fin de saber si la distancia de la carretera
al centro poblado de residencia tiene algun efecto econdmico. Primero se eligio
al distrito de Tahuamanu para hacer la investigacion porque tenia las
caracteristicas adecuadas segun la metodologia usada, este se ubicaba en una
zona rural en la provincia de Tahuamanu, departamento de Madre de Dios. A
continuacion, se dividié en dos grupos a las familias del distrito, uno fue el grupo
de la zona de control y el otro el grupo de la zona de influencia. Al primero
pertenecian las familias de centros poblados ubicados al pie de la carretera (zona
de control) mientras que en el segundo, las ubicadas en centros poblados no al
pie de la carretera (zona de influencia). Luego se utilizé el método de
emparejamiento por Puntajes de Propension para hallar el efecto econémico en
las familias medidas a través de las siguientes variables: ingreso familiar y la
proporcion del ingreso familiar debido a actividades agropecuarias y/o forestales.
Se hall6 un efecto negativo en el ingreso familiar al residir en la zona de
influencia; en cambio, para la proporcion del ingreso familiar debido a actividades
agropecuarias y/o forestales no existia un efecto estadisticamente significativo.
Finalmente, se realizan una serie de recomendaciones sobre qué hacer frente a
los resultados hallados.
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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to assess the economic effect of living at the foot of
the highway in a rural zone, in order to know if the distance between the highway
and the populated center of residence has any economic effect. First, we chose
the district of Tahuamanu to do the research because it had the proper features
based on the methodology used, this was located in the rural zone of the province
of Tahuamanu, department of Madre de Dios. Then the families of the district
were divided in two groups, one was the control zone group and the other the
influence zone group. The families from the populated centers located at the foot
of the highway belonged to the first group (control zone), while the ones from the
populated centers not located at the foot of the highway belonged to the second
group (influence zone). Then the Propensity Score Matching technique was used
to assess the economic effect on the families measured through the following
variables: household income and the proportion of the household income due to
agricultural and/or forestry activities. A negative effect was found on the first
household income when residing in the influence zone; on the other way, for the
proportion of the household income due to agricultural and/or forestry activities,
there was no statistically significant effect. Finally, a series of recommendations
are made on what to do about the obtained results.
